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The Physiology and Pharmacology Department is part of the College of
Veterinary Medicine / Shatrah University. Since its establishment in early
2016, the department has contributed seriously to teaching the specializations
of Physiology, Pharmacology, Toxicology, Biochemistry and General
Chemistry at the undergraduate levels. The Physiology and Pharmacology
Department is considered one of the important departments and includes (12)
lecturers in different academic studies, to scientific research. The Physiology
Department aims to localize and develop human knowledge in society
according to approved standards and leadership in veterinary education and
scientific research and to advance the veterinary profession by preparing
specialized human cadres capable of serving society and providing the student
with knowledge and experience to bear his responsibilities in serving society
in addition to deepening the ability to develop and innovate by integrating the
theoretical scientific background with professional competence and enhancing
scientific and professional skills with practical experiences and solid scientific
research rules. The branch also works to contribute to preparing the first
building blocks for distinguished veterinarians who are able to contribute to
the advancement of the economic reality, specifically the livestock wealth in
our beloved country, and to conduct scientific research in the various fields of
the branch at the academic and applied levels to support the scientific process.
In general, the branch works to spread health culture in the college by holding
awareness courses and seminars, especially those that affect the student
environment, such as the harms of smoking, addiction, misuse of medicines,
and environmental pollution.
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Description of the
Physiology Department
and its objectives
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Students are accepted into the College of Veterinary Medicine from graduates
of the scientific branch of the preparatory studies only and from graduates of
the current year according to the central admission and according to the
controls and instructions specified by the Ministry of Higher Education and
Scientific Research as well as within the admission rates for each academic
year.
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Admission Requirements

prevention of animals from diseases for the purpose of maintaining the health
of livestock and developing them and increasing their productive efficiency.

In
addition to their work in food industries and animal products institutions
because they play an important role in maintaining consumer health and
preventing the transmission of diseases from animals to humans.
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
